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Gun Free South Africa (GFSA), its Partners and communities invites media and other communities to a gun destruction celebration. More people die as a result of gun violence in the country and this has taken their right to life and bodily integrity. 
Concerned about the dangers of guns and trauma that guns has brought into their lives, GFSA, it's Partners and Community Activists will highlight just how much they don't want guns in this country. In the Western Cape, on the in June 2008, about 5017 firearms were destroyed - this is one reason GFSA would like celebrate and urge the Departments to destroy more guns and retrieve more out of the communities. 
GFSA has also asked that the Provincial Commissioner to come and accept a petition that requests for more gun retrievals and more destructions.
Thembani Dyule Project Coordinator (GFSA), says "the SAPS destruction of firearms is a public display of our governments’ commitment to reducing and combating the proliferation of firearms across the globe. It tells the world, that we in South Africa are committed to making guns less available and so reducing the number of people who die from gun violence."  

They also symbolise the many people that are killed each day because guns in this country – with more people shot and killed each day than die in car accidents.

The picket is being held in support of the South African Police Service destruction of surplus firearms in many years till to date.
